Mariners are advised that on Saturday 14th September 2024 at 1445 hrs, the Centra Crosshaven
Challenge Triathlon will commence with approximately 250-280 persons participating.

The event is based in Crosshaven, County Cork with the first portion of the event being a swim from
the slipway at ‘The Point’ to ‘Hugh Coveney Pier’ on to the Owenabue river. The race will round a
temporary marker buoy located in the channel to the North of the slipway and proceed past
Crosshaven Boatyard marina and thence to Hugh Coveney Pier.
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Safety boats & Kayaks will accompany the swimmers and will monitor VHF Channel 16.
Further details of the race and Class start times can be found on the event website.

Vessels and their crews are requested to navigate with caution, pass a safe distance from the
swimmers, event course and safety craft minimising the effect of wash from their vessels.
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Once the swimming portion is complete at Hugh Coveney Pier, the event continues with the land
based elements.
